1. What does the word "Gospel" mean?

symbolic Paper chain

Materials:
- Five colors of construction paper (red, black, white, blue,
green) or copies of the next page provided. 
- Scissors
- Tape or glue

Instructions:
1. Show the children the five colors of paper, and explain
that each color represents an important aspect of the
Gospel. 

2. Cut each sheet of construction paper into strips that
are about 1 inch wide and 6 inches long, or use copies of the
next two pages of this workbook. 

3. Instruct the children to use the strips to make a paper
chain in the following order:
- Red: reminds us of the blood that Jesus shed on the cross
for our sins
- Black: represents our sinfulness and separation from God
- White: symbolizes the forgiveness and cleansing that we
receive through Jesus
- Blue: stands for baptism, a public declaration of our
faith in Jesus
- Green: represents growth in our relationship with God

4. Once the children have cut out their paper chains, they
can decorate the paper with scriptures, stickers or
drawings. help them tape or glue the ends of the strips
together to form a loop.

5. Have the children wear their paper chains as a reminder
of the good news and encourage them to explain the
Gospel to others.

6. Pray with the children, thanking God for the Gospel and
asking him to help us grow in our faith.
